WHAT AWARDS ARE THERE?

Merit Awards — an end of season Centre Point Score Award to the 15t 3 boys and 1%t 3 girls in
each age group. This is based on 1 point awarded to each athlete for competing in each weekly
event, 1 point when a personal best is equalled and 1 point each time a personal best is bettered.
Centre Championships — trophies and perpetual trophies are awarded to Centre Champions
from the combination of points from the 2 rounds of the Championships. The categories are:
Sub-Junior (6’s to 8’s), Junior (9’s & 10’s), Sub-Senior (11’s & 12’s), Seniors (13's — 15’s),

16’s to U20, Open and Masters.

State Championships — a special presentation to athletes who qualified for and competed at the
LA State Championships.

Continuous Service Awards — athletes who have completed 5 years of continuous service are
recognised with a Service Medal, at 10 years a plaque. At each subsequent 5 years, athletes will
be awarded a trophy or keepsake to commemorate these exceptional milestones.
